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Hey	y’all,	today	I	have	a	super	easy	tutorial	to	make	a	cheap	DIY	dog	toy	from	fabric	scraps	and,	well,	trash.	I	sew	these	DIY	dog	toys	from	left	over	fleece,	and	my	poodle	loves	them.	He	thinks	they’re	a	great	dog	treat,	then	promptly	destroys	them,	lol!	But	I’d	much	rather	he	destroy	these	scrap	fabric	dog	treats	that	cost	me	nothing	than	have	to
constantly	buy	him	toys	at	the	pet	store.	The	great	thing	about	dogs	is	that	they	generally	don’t	care	if	the	toys	they	get	are	perfectly	cut	or	sewn.	I	make	them	rectangular-ish,	but	you	could	make	them	bone	shaped,	circular,	or	any	other	shape	you	can	cut	out.	The	shape	isn’t	what	seems	to	engage	my	dog’s	mind,	instead	it’s	the	texture	of	the	fabric
and	the	challenge	of	getting	the	crinkle	out.	My	pup	will	find	these	even	if	I	hide	them,	which	is	a	fun	game	for	him.	He	also	likes	to	play	fetch	with	these	a	few	times	before	he	settles	down	to	chew	holes	in	it.	Sometimes	I	get	a	good	grip	on	it	and	we	play	tug	of	war.	But	mostly	my	pooch	loves	the	mental	stimulation	of	tearing	things	apart.	He	likes	to
take	the	cover	off	a	tennis	ball,	and	he	loves	to	pull	stuffing	out	of	toys	from	.	So	these	are	a	good	alternative	for	us	since	I	always	have	scrap	fabric	for	them.	But,	hopefully	this	goes	without	saying,	you	should	always	watch	your	pooch	with	any	toy,	including	a	diy	toy.	You	don’t	want	them	to	ingest	small	pieces	of	the	toy	as	they	tear	it.	To	make	your
own	pet	toy	like	this	you’ll	need:	Scrap	fabric.	My	dog	seems	to	prefer	fleece	type	fabrics,	but	you	could	try	denim,	old	t-shirts,	etc.	I	would	caution	against	old	socks	if	you	have	a	sock	snatcher	like	my	dog.	That	could	make	it	hard	for	them	to	distinguish	which	socks	they’re	allowed	to	chew	and	which	they’re	not.	Potato	chip	bag	–	this	is	what	I	cut	up
to	make	the	crinkling	noise.	I	don’t	wash	the	bag,	and	I	use	a	pair	of	scissors	separate	from	my	fabric	scissors	to	cut	it.	Sewing	machine,	thread,	etc.	I	don’t	recommend	hand	sewing	these	if	your	dog	is	destructive	like	mine,	hand	stitching	seems	much	easier	for	them	to	rip	out	in	longer	pieces	of	thread. below	or	on	YouTube	here.	Time	needed:	10	minutesHow	to	sew	a	DIY	Dog	Toy	Cut	out	fabric	I	cut	two	pieces	that	are	about	a	6	inch	by	8	inch	rectangle,	but	proportions	and	shape	can	vary.	Cut	out	crinkle	material	I	use	an	empty	potato	chip	bag	for	this,	and	cut	it	so	that	it	barely	extends	into	the	seam	allowances	of	the	toy.	I	use	half	inch	seam
allowances.	Sew	the	toy	Place	the	fabric	pieces	right	sides	together	and	add	a	layer	of	potato	chip	bag	material.	Stitch	around	the	edges,	leaving	a	gap	to	turn	the	toy.	Sometimes	I	double	stitch	1/8	inch	in	from	the	first	line.	Finish	the	toy	Turn	the	toy	right	side	out	and	fold	the	raw	edges	at	the	gap	to	the	inside.	Stitch	the	gap	closed	on	the	machine.

Make	stuffed	toys,	fabric-covered	balls,	pull
toys	and	more	for	your	dog.	And	one	benefit	to	sewing	your	own	dog	toys	is	the	cost	savings.	Dogs	can	be	quite	hard	on	toys.	And	if	your	doggie	tends	to	destroy	toys	on	a	frequent	basis,	it	can	be	cheaper	to	make	them	yourself	than	to	continually	buy	ready-made	toys	to	replace	them.	Plus,	sewing	your	own	toys	can	give	you	the	opportunity	to
repurpose	materials	you	already	have,	such	as	old	jeans	and	sweaters.	Plus,	you	can	have	fun	with	the	design	of	your	toys,	customizing	them	with	your	own	fabrics	and	shapes.	And	since	dogs	tend	to	be	quite	hard	on	toys,	choose	a	sturdy	fabric	that	will	stand	up	to	lots	of	chewing	such	as	cotton	duck,	denim,	or	upholstery	fabric.	And	reinforce	the
seams	you	sew.	And	some	basic	safety	advice:	Choose	a	toy	that's	appropriate	for	your	dog.	For	instance,	if	you	know	your	dog	would	rather	eat	a	toy	than	play	with	it,	giving	him	a	stuffed	fabric	toy	probably	isn't	a	good	idea.	And	consider	your	dog's	size.	Toys	that	are	too	small	for	a	dog	can	pose	a	choking	hazard.	So	generally	speaking,	choose	large
toys	for	large	dogs	and	give	smaller	toys	only	to	smaller	dogs.	Don't	add	embellishment	to	your	dog	toys	like	ribbons,	strings,	ties,	tails,	or	buttons	that	could	be	chewed	off	and	swallowed.	And	if	you	choose	to	add	fabric	appliques	to	your	toys,	make	sure	they're	sewn	on	securely.	And	repair	or	replace	any	toy	that	becomes	damaged.	And	supervise
your	dog	during	play,	especially	with	softer	toys	that	can	be	chewed	apart	more	easily. She	tosses	them	around	in	the	air	and	sometimes	use	them	as	a	pillow.	If	your	dog	is	like	Biscuit,	then	making	them	adorable	homemade	dog	toys	out	of	scrap	pieces	of	fabric
with	an	easy	printable	dog	toy	pattern	will	be	fun	for	your	dog	and	if	you	are	a	crafty	person	–	fun	for	you	too!	This	is	a	great	starter	project	for	how	to	make	dog	toys	to	sell.	That’s	because	these	make	great	dog	toys	to	sell	at	a	fair	or	craft	show	and	you	get	to	be	environmentally	conscious	–	reduce,	reuse,	recycle.	You	get	to	be	frugal.	And	this	pattern
can	be	used	with	nearly	any	fabric	–	so	you	can	create	dog	toys	that	are	marketable	by	season	or	sports	team.	Before	we	get	into	the	instructions	let’s	take	a	look	at	what	fabric	to	use	for	your	scrap	fabric	dog	toys.	First,	let’s	take	a	look	at	what	fabric	you	should	use.	The	best	fabric	to	use	for	dog	toys	depends	a	great	deal	on	how	heavy	a	chewer	your
dog	is.	Cotton	T	shirt	fabric	is	great	to	make	dog	toys	with.	But…	the	heavier	the	chewer	he	is,	the	heavier	the	fabric	you	should	pick.	I	prefer	natural	fabrics	like	cotton	and	wool,	because	they	don’t	contain	micro	plastics	like	synthetic	fibers	do,	and	if	your	dog	does	tear	them	apart	then	they	will	just	degrade	in	their	bodies	and	get	pooped	out.	Here
are	the	instructions	for	making	your	scrap	fabric	dog	toys	–	this	pattern	requires	a	bit	of	sewing.	I	also	have	instructions	for	6	no	sew	dog	toys	here:	Materials:	Old	100%	Wool	SweaterCraft	FeltsqueakerPattern	Instructions:	The	first	thing	you	want	to	do	is	felt	your	sweater	by	washing	it	in	hot	water.	It	will	shrink	a	lot	and	become	thick	and	lose	a	lot
of	stretch.Now	cut	the	body	of	the	kitty	monster	out	of	the	main	sweater.Cut	strips	of	the	sleeves	for	arms	and	legs,	and	the	eyes	and	nose	from	your	craft	felt.Stitch	the	eyes	to	the	front	body	piece.	You	can	stitch	on	the	pupils	of	the	eyes	or	use	a	permanent	pen	to	mark	them.Now	stitch	the	nose	down.Beginning	at	the	nose	with	a	small	zigzag	stitch
and	stitch	a	mouth.Now	sandwich	the	squeaker,	and	the	arms	and	legs	in	between	the	top	and	bottom	body	pieces	and	pin	all	around.Now	stitch	all	the	way	around	your	kitty’s	shape.Clip	the	excess	threads	and	you	are	finished.	Other	Uses	for	These	Wonderful	Homemade	Dog	Toys	There
are	a	few	other	uses	for	these	types	of	dog	toys	besides	just	giving	them	to	your	own	dogs.	Whether	you	want	to	sell	dog	toys	at	a	crafting	fair	or	do	a	project	for	a	shelter,	this	craft	works	well.	In	fact,	use	your	imagination,	because	this	one	is	really	versatile.	This	craft	is	great	for	making	a	lot	of	dog	toys	both	inexpensively	and	quickly.	Which	makes	it
work	well	for	creating	DIY	dog	toys	to	bring	to	craft	shows	or	to	sell	on	platforms	like	Etsy. template=”horizontal”]	Top	tips	for	sewing	dog	toys	If	you’re	new	to	sewing,	you	may	have	questions	about	how	to	make	homemade	dog	toys.	Here	are	some	top	tips	to	keep	in	mind	when	sewing	dog	toys:	Don’t	leave	any	gaps	in	the	sewing	–	your	dog	will	probably	find	these	and	use	the	hole	to	rip	out	the	filling	which	can	be	dangerous	if	they	get	any
caught	in	their	throat	or	if	they	swallow	it	Double-sew	the	seams	for	strong	chewers	–	to	make	your	toys	last	longer	you	can	double-sew	along	the	seams	to	make	them	stronger.	Great	for	strong	chewers	or	dogs	that	like	to	teat	up	their	toys!	Make	sure	the	edges	of	the	material	don’t	fray	–	frayed	material	can	easily	be	torn,	or	your	dog	could	swallow
small	parts	of	material	which	isn’t	good	for	them,	so	ensure	the	edges	of	your	material	are	not	frayed	and	regularly	inspect	the	toys	for	signs	of	wear-and-tear.	Size	matters!	–	When	making	homemade	dog	toys,	try	to	make	appropriate	sized	toys	for	your	dogs.	If	you	have	small	dogs,	you	probably	want	to	make	smaller	toys	so	that	they	can	easily	pick
them	up	in	their	mouths.	For	larger	dogs,	toys	should	always	be	large	enough	that	there	is	no	risk	of	your	dog	accidentally	swallowing	them.	Practice	makes	perfect	–	don’t	worry	if	your	first	couple	of	attempts	at	making	dog	toys	end	up	‘less	than	perfect’.	Your	doggie	isn’t	going	to	mind	if	your	stitching	is	a	bit	wonky	or	the	stuffed	animal	you’ve
made	has	wonky	eyes.	As	long	as	the	toy	is	safe	for	your	pooch,	it’s	perfectly	fine	to	let	them	play	with	your	practice	attempts,	and	just	remember	–	you’ll	get	better	every	time	you	make	one!	Can	you	wash	handmade	dog	toys?	Over	time,	your	once-pristine	hand-sewn	dog	toys	may	be	in	need	of	a	little	wash.	This	is	especially	true	if	your	dog	likes	to
play	with	their	toys	outside	in	the	garden,	or	if	they	are	a	bit	on	the	slobbery	side	when	playing!	Depending	on	the	materials	you	have	used,	it	may	be	possible	to	wash	handmade	dog	toys.	If	you’ve	used	material	and	soft	toy	filling,	putting	the	toy	through	the	washing	machine	on	a	cool	wash	(or	on	“hand	wash”	settings)	should	be	okay	for	washing
your	dog	toys	without	damaging	them.	How	to	handwash	dog	toys	If	you	are	worried	about	them	coming	apart	in	your	machine	then	another	option	for	cleaning	dog	toys	is	to	hand-wash	them.	Make	sure	you	use	dog-friendly	detergent.	When	I	wash	dog	toys	in	the	sink,	I	tend	to	use	a	squirt	of	doggie	shampoo	instead	of	washing	powder	as	I	know
that’s	safe	for	my	dogs	in	case	any	residue	gets	left	on	the	dog	toys.	Deodorising	shampoo	is	perfect	for	getting	all	those	icky	doggie	smells	out	of	the	material!	[amazon	box=”B00BG2X44K”	template=”horizontal”]	After	washing,	ensure	the	toy	is	completely	dry	before	giving	it	back	to	your	pooch.	If	you	have	used	clothing	material	then	a	short	spell
in	the	tumble	dryer	will	help	to	dry	out	all	the	stuffing.	Alternatively,	you	can	put	them	on	the	radiator	or	peg	them	to	the	washing	line	to	let	the	sunshine	dry	them.	Just	be	warned	–	your	dog	might	be	slightly	transfixed	by	seeing	all	his	favourite	toys	spinning	around	on	the	washing	line	all	day!!	Have	you	been	to	the	pet	store	lately?	If	so	you	probably
noticed	that	dog	toys	aren’t	cheap.	Not	only	that,	but	if	your	dog	is	anything	like	mine	dog	toys	don’t	last.	So	instead	of	constantly	buying	my	dog	new	toys	from	the	store	I	started	making	my	own.
