Birth	of	our	beloved	GPS	NAVSTAR	Global	Positioning	System	was	inaugurated	by	the	Defense	Department	of	the	United	States,	a	system	that	would	turn	the	globe
around	its	finger	for	us	in	the	coming	years.	NASA	makes	news	NASA	declared	its	first	success	of	the	year	when	its	Space	Shuttle,	Enterprise,	named	after	a	Star	Trek	Starship,	was	sent	on	its	maiden	voyage	as	the	first	orbiter	of	the	Space	Shuttle	System.
