After you perform a factory reset,
you will need to go through the initial setup process, which includes selecting your language, connecting to Wi-Fi, and signing into your Google or Samsung account. This step allows you to access previously installed apps and services linked to your accounts. Once you’ve completed the setup, you can restore data from a backup. If you backed up your
files to Samsung Cloud or another service, simply navigate to the respective app to initiate the restoration process. Following these steps will help you get your tablet back to the way it was before the reset.
