If schools and colleges choose to use pupil-facing generative Al, they must take great care to ensure they are abiding by their legal responsibilities, including those related to: They should also consider possible impacts on learning, the importance of the teacher-learner relationship, and the risks of bias and
misinformation. Teachers, leaders and staff must use their professional judgement when using these tools. Any content produced requires critical judgement to check for appropriateness and accuracy. The quality and content of any final documents remains the responsibility of the professional who produced it and the organisation they belong to,
regardless of the tools or resources used. Generative Al tools can make certain written tasks quicker and easier, but it cannot replace the judgement and deep subject knowledge of a human expert. The intended use should be specified and have clear benefits that outweigh the risks. Different considerations will apply depending on whether
it is staff or pupils (especially those under 18) using Al tools. Safety should not be compromised. Schools and colleges should also consider that there may be uses of generative Al by staff or pupils that have not been explicitly approved or adopted in their setting. Risk assessments should include plans for mitigating against unauthorised use cases.
For example, students may use generative Al to create emails from the school to parents that seem realistic. Schools and colleges are free to make their own choices about the most suitable use cases for generative Al tools in their settings, as long as they comply with their wider statutory obligations such as keeping children safe in education. For

The content store pilot is a 3 million pilot funded by the Department for Science, Innovation and Technology (DSIT), aiming to make available the underpinning content and data that are needed for great Al tools. DfE has awarded innovation funding through the AI tools for education competition to
support innovators to develop tools based on this content. This aims to help reduce the burden of feedback and marking on teachers. Reactive machines: These are the most basic type of Al and are purely reactive as the name suggests. They neither can form memories nor can use past
experiences to form decisions. An example would be IBMs Deep Blue chess-playing supercomputer which is mentioned above. Deep Blue beat the international grandmaster Garry Kasparov in 1997. It can choose the most optimal of the chess moves and beat the opponent. Apart from a rarely used chess-specific rule against repeating the same move
three times, Deep Blue ignores everything before the present moment, thus not storing any memories. This type of Al just perceives the world, the chess game in the case of Deep Blue, and acts on it.2. Limited memory: These machines can look into the past. Not the ability to predict what happened in the past, but the usage of memories to form
decisions. A common example could include self-driving cars. For example, they observe other cars speed and directions and act accordingly. This requires monitoring of how a car is driven for a specific amount of time. Just like how humans observe and learn the specifics. These pieces of information are not stored in the library of experiences of the
machines, unlike humans. We humans automatically save everything in the library of our experiences and can learn from it, but limited memory machines cant.3. Theory of mind: These are types of machines that can understand that people have beliefs, emotions, expectations, etc., and have some of their own. A "theory of mind" machine can think
emotionally and can respond with emotions. Even though there are close examples of this kind of Al like Sophia, the research is not complete yet. In other words, these machines have a notion of not just the world, but also the existing entities of the world, like human beings, animals, etc. These machines will be capable of answering simple "what if"
questions. Theyll have a sense of empathy.4. Self-Awareness: These types of machines can be called human equivalents. Of course, no such machines exist and the invention of them would be a milestone in the field of Al. These basically will have a sense of consciousness of who they are. The sense of "I" or "me". Heres a basic example of the
difference between "theory of mind" and "self-awareness" Al. The feeling of I want to play is different from the feeling of I know I want to play. In the latter, if you notice, there is a sense of consciousness and is a characteristic of a self-aware machine, while the former feeling is a characteristic of a theory-of-mind machine. Self-aware machines will
have the ability to predict others feelings. The 18th century lasted from 1 January 1701 (represented by
the Roman numerals MDCCI) to 31 December 1800 (MDCCC). During the 18th century, elements of Enlightenment thinking culminated in the Atlantic Revolutions. Revolutions began to challenge the legitimacy of monarchical and aristocratic power structures. The Industrial Revolution began mid-century, leading to radical changes in human society
and the environment. The European colonization of the Americas and other parts of the world intensified and associated mass migrations of people grew in size as part of the Age of Sail. During the century, slave trading expanded across the shores of the Atlantic Ocean, while declining in Russia[1] and China.[2]Western historians have occasionally
defined the 18th century otherwise for the purposes of their work. For example, the "short" 18th century may be defined as 17151789, denoting the period of time between the death of Louis XIV of France and the start of the French Revolution, with an emphasis on directly interconnected events.[3][4] To historians who expand the century to include
larger historical movements, the "long" 18th century[5] may run from the Glorious Revolution of 1688 to the Battle of Waterloo in 1815[6] or even later.[7] France was the sole world superpower from 1659, after it defeated Spain, until 1815, when it was defeated by Britain and its coalitions following the Napoleonic Wars.In Europe, philosophers
ushered in the Age of Enlightenment. This period coincided with the French Revolution of 1789, and was later compromised by the excesses of the Reign of Terror. At first, many monarchies of Europe embraced Enlightenment ideals, but in the wake of the French Revolution they feared loss of power and formed broad coalitions to oppose the French
Republic in the French Revolutionary Wars. Various conflicts throughout the century, including the War of the Spanish Succession and the Seven Years' War, saw Great Britain triumph over its rivals to become the preeminent power in Europe. However, Britain's attempts to exert its authority over the Thirteen Colonies became a catalyst for the
American Revolution. The 18th century also marked the end of the PolishLithuanian Commonwealth as an independent state. Its semi-democratic government system was not robust enough to prevent partition by the neighboring states of Austria, Prussia, and Russia.In West Asia, Nader Shah led Persia in successful military campaigns. The Ottoman
Empire experienced a period of peace, taking no part in European wars from 1740 to 1768. As a result, the empire was not exposed to Europe's military improvements during the Seven Years' War. The Ottoman military consequently lagged behind and suffered several defeats against Russia in the second half of the century.In South Asia, the death of
Mughal emperor Aurangzeb was followed by the expansion of the Maratha Confederacy and an increasing level of European influence and control in the region. In 1739, Persian emperor Nader Shah invaded and plundered Delhi, the capital of the Mughal Empire. Later, his general Ahmad Shah Durrani scored another victory against the Marathas,
the then dominant power in India, in the Third Battle of Panipat in 1761.[8] By the middle of the century, the British East India Company began to conquer eastern India,[9][8] and by the end of the century, the Anglo-Mysore Wars against Tipu Sultan and his father Hyder Ali, led to Company rule over the south.[10][11]In East Asia, the century was
marked by theHigh Qing era, a period characterized by significant cultural and territorial expansion. This period also experienced relative peace and prosperity, allowing for societal growth, increasing literacy rates, flourishing trade, and consolidating imperial power across the vast Qing dynasty's territories. Conversely, the continual seclusion policy
of the Tokugawa shogunate also brought a peaceful era called Pax Tokugawa and experienced a flourishment of the arts as well as scientific knowledge and advancements, which were introduced to Japan through the Dutch port of Nagasaki. In Southeast Asia, the KonbaungAyutthaya Wars and the Ty Sn Wars broke out while the Dutch East India
Company established increasing levels of control over the Mataram Sultanate.In Africa, the Ethiopian Empire underwent the Zemene Mesafint, a period when the country was ruled by a class of regional noblemen and the emperor was merely a figurehead. The Atlantic slave trade also saw the continued involvement of states such as the Oyo Empire.
In Oceania, the European colonization of Australia and New Zealand began during the late half of the century. In the Americas, the United States declared its independence from Great Britain. In 1776, Thomas Jefferson wrote the Declaration of Independence. In 1789, George Washington was inaugurated as the first president. Benjamin Franklin
traveled to Europe where he was hailed as an inventor. Examples of his inventions include the lightning rod and bifocal glasses.
