In	particular,	the	group	chair	of	HSBC	is	considered	the	top	position	of	that	institution,
outranking	the	chief	executive,	and	is	responsible	for	leading	the	board	and	representing	the	company	in	meetings	with	government	figures.	Before	the	creation	of	the	group	management	board	in	2006,	HSBC's	chair	essentially	held	the	duties	of	a	chief	executive	at	an	equivalent	institution,	while	HSBC's	chief	executive	served	as	the	deputy.
