A prefix is defined as a syllable or a group of syllables added to the beginning of a word or word root to change its meaning. Prefixes add complexity to the English language and allow you to create new words
that are easily understood by anyone speaking anywhere. Reviewing a number of examples of prefixes and their meaning will help you apply logic to new words and decode them appropriately. examples of prefixes Several prefixes are used to make sure the new word means the opposite, or almost the opposite, of the original meaning of the basic
word. For example, consider the prefix de-. This prefix means to cancel something and is usually linked to a verb. Using this prefix, you can take the verb to activate, which means to put something to use, and change it to deactivate, which means to remove something to use.
