Most	scholars	assume	they	were	a	couple,	and	this	is	probably	correct,	although	there	remain	an	assumption	because	Paul	does	not	explicitly	say	so.	Many	other
questions	remain	so.	How	is	Paul	related	to	them?	When	and	where	were	they	in	prison?	What	qualifications	did	Paul	have	in	mind	when	he	calls	them	apostles?	Were	they	originally	from	Rome	or	do	they	immigrate	there?	What	was	your	role	in	the	Christian	community	in	Rome?	None	of	these	questions	can	be	answered	for	sure.	What	we	can	do	is	to
examine	some	clues	about	your	identity,	and	then	explore	the	interesting	story	of	how	the	scholars	of	the	Bible	and	Liker	of	the	Church	tried	to	turn	the	apostolo	Junia	in	a	manners	after	his	life	and	death.	What	we	can	know	about	June	One	thing	we	know	is	that	Andronicus	and	Junia	were	living	in	Rome,	at	the	time	that	Paul	wrote	his	letter.	But	they
may	not	have	been	native	to	Rome.	In	fact,	it	seems	unlikely	that	they	were	native	to	Rome	considering	that	Paul	says	they	were	followers	of	Christ,	before	he	went.	This	means	that	they	should	have	become	Christian	early	in	the	beginning	of	the	Christian	movement.	Some	scholars	have	not	even	hypothesis	that	they	were	disciples	of	Jesus	since
before	their	death	and	resurrection,	and	later	moved	to	Rome.	This	is	possible,	but	there	is	no	way	to	know.
